Stanislaus from Srilanka.  I started my ministry in Australia as a 

Chaplain for the Srilankan and Indian Tamil community who live 

in the Archdiocese of Melbourne, which I finished in 2007.  My 

family migrated to Canada due to the civil war that has been 

raging for the last thirty years.  

I have two faithsô. The first is the Catholic religion and the other 

is my support for the Brisbane Football Club (Please forgive me!)  

On the óhome frontô, I was meant to go back to my home country 

at beginning of this year, but due to the civil war which has 

intensified in the Northern part of my country where I grew up 

and was ordained as a Priest.  But I was too afraid to go home 

for obvious reasons. Thus, I requested my local Bishop to allow 

me to stay in Australia for 2 more years. I then approached 

Bishop Peter Connors who welcomed me and has given me an 

opportunity to exercise my Priestly Ministry in the Ballarat 

Diocese.  After spending 8 months in Camperdown, Bishop 

Peter has appointed me to serve the Sacred Heart Parish as an 

Assistant Priest.    

I am most grateful for all the support which Bishop Peter; the 

Priests of the Diocese, and the people I have come to serve 

have given me in my time in this Diocese.
