The current Youth Allowance designed to help students with
tertiary education, actually works to the DISADVANTAGE of
youth from Rural and Regional areas.

Country students are
expected to have worked and earned sufficient money to pay
for accommodation.

Youth Allowance demands that students work 30 hours per
week for 18 months.

Parishioners are asked to sign a PETITION which is available at
each door. This will be presented to the Victorian Parliament,
in the hope that pressure will be brought to bear on the
Federal Government to end discrimination against country
students.
