The e-Conference is the inspiration of the
Australian Catholic Bishops Conference, in
conjunction with The Broken Bay Institute. It
will be webcast live nationally.

Grandparents are very important people in
childrenbds | ives. Thi
changes in the last 50 years or so which make
grandparenting a whole new ball game.

If you look at a picture of grandparents from the
1950s, or even later, it is likely to show a grey-
haired old woman with her knitting or a bald-
headed old man with a stick.

Grandparents toady can be as young as in their
forties and live an active life longer,
grandparenting can last as many as 30 or 40
years or more. Children are lucky when they
have close ties with a grandparent as well as
with their parents.

Small Town Salvation

A year ago amidst the rural crisis the tiny
NSW town of Cumnock was presented with
a radical idea: Why not offer its abandoned
farmhouses to families from the city, in
return for peppercorn rents, to help save its
declining town? So began a real life social
experiment

When Cumnock©os
300, locals knew they were in trouble. Business
closed and the school was in danger of losing
its second teacher. Local mother of three
Christine Weston believed her small
community, 320km west of Sydney, still had
plenty to offer.

AWe have this amazing
space. The kids love riding their bikes,
collecting eggs, climbing trees and playing in
the dirt. l t6s just
children, 0 she says.

Cumnock needed families to keep the local
school viable, and families with renovation
experience to make the empty houses liveable
again. The rent-a-farmhouse scheme was
launched. In return for basic repairs, the new
families would pay only a dollar a week in rent.

More than one hundred families applied, among
them the Mercers from Melbourne: six kids, two
jobs, a big mortgage and thoroughly sick of the

daily grind to make ends meet.
