Reconciliation Programme.

Our Parish Reconciliation Programme began this week,
and this weekend the children who are part of it will be
introduced at each of the Masses. They will be asked to
make a commitment to the Programme, their families
will be asked to commit to helping them, and the rest of
the Parishioners will be asked to commit to supporting
these families during this preparation time.

The Reconciliation Programme is a two-part Programme.
In (usually) Grade 2 the children begin their preparation
and receive the Sacrament of reconciliation for the first
time. Then, after they have received the Sacraments of
Confirmation and Eucharist, (usually in Grade 5 or 6) they
have the opportunity to revisit the Sacrament and
deepen their understanding of Reconciliation.

For each of the next 4 weekends, at all Masses, the
children will have a special part in the celebration. They
will also be wearing a purple ribbon so we can easily
identify them and are able to give them our support,
encouragement and prayers.

If you would like to especially pray for one particular
child, each child will have their name on a prayer card,
which will be available after each of the Masses for you
to collect and take home with you. The photos of all the
children will be up at the back of the Church for the next
few weeks also.
