PRIESTS FIGHT TO SAVE DIOCESE 

A group of priests fighting plans to dissolve the Wil-

cannia-Forbes diocese have started circulating a peti-

tion around the district. 

The proposal to change the diocese has come about 

because of a diminishing population in western New 

South Wales and the vast area that needs to be covered 

by a small number of priests. 

Broken Hill Catholic Church priest, Father Sunny, says 

parishioners are supportive of the petition and have 

been working to bring more people into the church to 

prevent the change.  

"Parishioners are looking for keeping it as it is, the 

Wilcannia-Forbes diocese as it is, so they are 

collecting signatures and they are getting more support 

from the people, so they are trying to get more in the 

church and more activities," he said. 

The future of the diocese will be discussed at the 

Australian Bishops Conference in June.

REFLECTION ON THE  GOSPEL  ̧

 Third  Sun day of Easter Year  C 

Simon Peter has a higher profile in this final chapter of 

Johnôs gospel than in the first twenty chapters. It is as 

though the author responsible for the final edition of Johnôs 
gospel wants to bring Peter to prominence in line with the 

traditions found in the other gospels. In the previous chapter 

(John 20), it is not at all clear that Peter has come to 

resurrection faith, while there is no such doubt about Mary 
of Magdala. Mary is the one who receives the first 

resurrection appearance in this gospel. She is also 

commissioned to proclaim the news of the resurrection to 
the other disciples. In John 21, Mary Magdalene and the 

women disciples who have featured so significantly in other 

parts of John are curiously absent from the closing scenes 
of the gospel. The focus is clearly on Peter, his role as 

leader, and his relationship with Jesus. 

Peter announces his intention to go fishing and several of 
the other disciples join him. They catch nothing. At dawn 

they see the figure of Jesus on the shore but, as in some of 

the other resurrection appearance stories, his disciples do 
not immediately recognise him. They follow his 

instructions and find themselves overwhelmed with their 

catch. At his invitation they breakfast on bread and fish. 

This provides the setting for the rehabilitation of Peter and 
his three-fold profession of love of Jesus in the wake of his 

three-fold denial.  

As usual in Johnôs gospel, the passage is filled with 
symbolism. Fishing is an important gospel metaphor for 

ministry. The number of fish (153) probably denotes the 

totality or universality of the mission. The untorn net is a 
symbol of unity, like the seamless garment of the passion 

narrative. There are Eucharistic overtones in the presence of 

bread and fish and in Jesusô action of taking the bread and 
giving it to the disciples. Sheep and shepherding are also 

important symbols. In this gospel, Jesus identifies himself 

as the ógood shepherdô, a theme that features in next 

Sundayôs gospel.  

As we reflect on this gospel reading, we might simply listen 

to Jesusô question and take it to ourselves: óDo you love 

me?ô Peterôs example reminds us that a wholehearted 
response is possible despite the failures of the past. We can 

all say with Peter: óYou know that I love you.ô There is a 

catch of course: such assertions presuppose discipleship. 
óFollow meô is the final invitation.    -Veronica Lawson
