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The 96th World Day of 

Migrants and Refugees 2010 

17 January 2010  

The theme for the 2010 World Day 
of Migrants and Refugees is Minor migrants and 
refugees - protecting the rights of children who are 
migrants and refugees.  

In his annual message, the Holy Father Pope Benedict 
invites all Christians to become aware of the "social and 
pastoral challenges":  

"While the Convention on the Rights of the Child clearly 
states that the best interests of the minor shall always be 
safeguarded (cf. Art. 3, 1), recognizing his or her 
fundamental human rights as equal to the rights of adults, 
unfortunately this does not always happen in practice...  

"I now turn in particular to parishes and to the many 
Catholic associations which, imbued with a spirit of faith 
and charity, take pains to meet the needs of these 
brothers and sisters of ours. While I express gratitude for 
all that is being done with great generosity, I would like to 
invite all Christians to become aware of the social and 
pastoral challenges posed by migrant and refugee minors.  

"Jesus' words resound in our hearts: ñI was a stranger and 
you welcomed meò (Mt 25:35), as, likewise, the central 
commandment he left us: to love God with all our heart, 
with all our soul and with all our mind, but together with 
love of neighbour (cf. Mt 22:37-39)."

  REFLECTION:  - John 2:1-11 
This week, the liturgy invites us to take a detour into the Fourth 

Gospel and a marriage scene that the evangelist John places at 

the beginning of Jesusõ Galilean ministry. Marriage imagery 

appears from time to time in Israelõs prophetic tradition, 

sometimes in quite confronting ways, especially in Hosea 

where God is imaged as husband and Israel as Godõs faithless 

wife. In the first reading from the post-exilic prophecy of Third 

Isaiah, Jerusalem is the bride, once alienated from God and 

then fully reconciled with and embraced by God, its ôbuilderõ. 

The link between the Isaian passage and the marriage at Cana 

is fairly tenuous, although the juxtaposition of the two readings 

in the context of todayõs liturgy invites us to consider the 

intimate relationship that our Earth and its inhabitants enjoy 

with God, its ôbuilderõ or creator. Godõs delight is in Earth and 

the Earth community, not simply in one city and one people of 

the Earth.   

The focus in the gospel story is less on the marriage, however, 

than on the symbolism of the abundance of wine at the 

marriage feast. The 8th century prophet Amos had looked to a 

future time when the mountains would drip sweet wine, and 

the hills flow with it, a time when God would restore the 

fortunes of Godõs people. An abundance of good food and the 

best of wines is the image of future salvation deployed by 

another 8th century prophet, Isaiah (Isa 25). Todayõs gospel 

suggests that these prophetic dreams are realised in the person 

of Jesus. Those who listen to his word and follow his 

instructions become agents of an extraordinary transformation.  

The mother of Jesus features significantly in the Cana story. She 

is attentive to the integrity of the feast and informs her son 

when the wine gives out. This provides the opportunity for 

Jesus to speak of his ôhourõ: it has not yet come. Jesus addresses 

his mother as ôWomanõ. He will address her in precisely the 

same way when the ôhourõ of his death and handing over of the 

Spirit finally comes. This ôwomanõ believes in him and invites 

the servants at the marriage feast to obey his word. While Jesus 

performs this first ôsignõ that leads his disciples to faith, the role 

played by this faith-filled woman casts her in the role of 

ôwitness to the lightõ and proclaimer of the Word.

Remember meé. is the title of 2010ôs Lenten Discussion 

Program, based on the Sunday gospels from Lent 

to Pentecost.  The Lenten gospels for 2010 take us 

on a journey - from Jesus being 'led by the Spirit in 

the wilderness' (Luke 4:1) to his crucifixion. The last 

words spoken to Jesus are by a criminal close to 

death. His prayer to 'be remembered' echoes in our 

hearts as a universal need. 

This resource will nourish and deepen our spiritual 

life as we journey to Easter 2010 and remember 

God's abiding love for each one of us. 

In the words of Henri Nouwen: 'We need a way of living in the Spirit 

by which all we are and all we do becomes a form of reminding ... This 

is what is meant by a prayerful life; a life in which nothing is done, 

said, or understood independently of God.' 

For each week of Lent, Remember me... provides: opening prayer; the 

Sunday Gospel; Gospel reflection; reflection and discussion questions; 

and closing prayer. 

There will be one 90 minute meeting per week for 6 weeks, 

commencing the week before Lent in February. There is your choose of 

days / times ï at home or in the Hillman Room, or elsewhere. 

 (The cost is $10 for your 64 page booklet.) 

This program is something to ñtake onò for Lent and provides each 

participant with the opportunity to pray, meditate and deepen their 

personal relationship with Jesus.
