As mentioned earlier the proposed Stained Glass window of Mary, the Mother of All Nations has been
rejected by the Parish Pastoral Council and the Parish Finance Committee. However after discussions

with the designer and the major donor, another proposal has been put forward that the window be made

of leadlight. This would reduce the cost of the wind ow considerably. It would still be beautiful but less
detailed. Our major extra expense ($1,500) would be the removal of the air conditioner outlet from the
widow to the side wall. This would have to be done to make the Marian window possible. Already s ome
donations ($2,000) have been promised to the window project in addition to $20,000 already promised. If

you would like to contribute please let the parish office know ASAP as a plaque will be placed on the wall
recognizing the deceased in whose memory the donation is given. We need another $3,000.00 to complete
the project.
