No two bishops will number their preferences exactly the same.
Nonetheless, Catholics will look to church leaders for guidance.
During each electio politicians and leaders of community will ask
guestions on a wide range of issues ranging from tax reform to
war, asylum seekers to wealth distribution, education to health.
The bishops too will be praying for guidancexamining their
consciences to nka a decision on who might best serve Australia

The Bishops Conference can only work with citizens of this
country to assist them in forming their own consciences.
Nonetheless, there are issues that deserve reflection and mentic
In particular, the digity of refugees and asylum seekers, funding
for Catholic schools, health and aged care, the protection of the
most vulnerable members of society, poverty, wealth distribution
and international development, and the environment and climate
change are amortge most prominent issues all people of good
will may wish to consider.

It is often called the best kept secret of the Catholic Church, but
Catholic Social Teaching may indeed be the authoritative source
we might look to as followers of Christ when cagtour votes in
August.

ABW BUSINESS LAUNCH

On Tuesday 20" July at Sunraysia TAFE the ABW Program

involving Sunraysia TAFE, St. Joseph’s College and Mildura Senior

College Business students was launched. Simon Tulloch and

Jewels Byers both spoke about their very rewarding and

wonderful experiences they had in the 2009 ABW program at the

TAFE.

The Launch aims to gain community support to fulfil the
roles of business mentors, guest speakers, judges or team
building supervisors for the week. If you are interested in being
involved in the program please contact Miss Paula Cox at the
College.

The program aims to develop an enterprising culture at

the College and its local community so that young people are
equipped with the skills to create and manage personal,
community, business and work opportunities. ABW aims to give
our students the opportunity to learn about them and about
business from the business perspective, by working with business
mentors.
Students in groups of twelve will form a simulated company. The
students will assume the roles of the company's employees. In an
experiential, hands-on decision-making process, they make all the
decisions affecting their company's performance in the
marketplace. Students will also have the opportunity to listen
to local business personalities who will discuss their jobs and roles
in the business world.

During this week students will be involved in a number of

activities. Students will be required to:

 form a company team of 12 participants, each with an
assigned role in the company;

I make decisions over 8 business 'quarters' about their
business in a competitive market against the other student
companies - some 54 decisions need to be made each
quarter, affecting such areas as price, product, target market,
staffing, training, raw materials, production process,
financing, dividends and share price - all teams' decisions are
entered by the games coordinator into a single computer at
the end of each quarter;

9 develop a marketing strategy for a new product, real or
mythical;

T make a mock-up of the new product and mount a trade
display complete with promotional material and business
cards, logo, slogans etc;

9 produce a 30 second video commercial featuring the new
product;

9 prepare a written company report explaining the decisions
made and outcomes of their company's performance; and;
