Today is Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday. We 
acknowledge the deeply religious and spiritual traditions of our 
ancestors with respect. We have chosen the theme Justice and 
Peace for all for this year’s resources. It is also the beginning of a 
week of celebrations throughout the nation where Aboriginal and 
Torres Strait Islander people celebrate their spirituality, identity, 
culture and survival. Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday is 
the start of National Aboriginal and Islander Day Observance 
Committee or NAIDOC week where we are all welcomed and 
encouraged to join in the activities and celebrations.  
With all Sunday special observances sometimes it is easy for us to 
think that we have “ticked the box” by paying special heed to the 
needs of the indigenous communities and peoples in this country, 
but as we all know commitment to justice and equality for the 
original inhabitants of this continent and surrounding islands is on-
going.  
Whilst we continue to acknowledge that much progress has been 
made, there is still much to do. Recently a priest I know was visiting 
communities within a few hundred kilometres of Alice Springs and 
commented to me that nothing much seemed to have changed for 
the better since he last visited several years ago.  
Identifying that indigenous peoples do make up part of the life of 
the Catholic Church in Australia should be recognized as a gift to 
the Church, but at the same time we need to be consciously aware 
that much remains to be done.  
May our observance this year lead to greater action on behalf of 
the Church for all indigenous persons.

After the Apology: What now?  
óWhere now?ô we might ask, more than a year after the Prime Ministerôs Apology to the Stolen 

Generations. Can we still remember what he said on behalf of the nation at that time? Do we still 

have that feeling about what he said? What difference has the Apology made in our lives since then?  

For Christian people, a true and sincere apology can never be taken lightly. It indicates a change of heart, a 

recognition that something needs to be different. We are saying that we want to turn around. We want to make a 

commitment to a new future. Apologies are always more than words. They involve the heart, courage and being 

prepared to take a risk. The fruit of an apology is seen in a new attitude, in new behaviour and the desire to walk on a 

new path. It is about wanting to live in a new relationship with God and one another.  

To help us think more the Prime Ministerôs Apology and what each of us has done since then, we offer the following 

piece of art to help us reflect on the occasion of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Sunday this year. The painting 

is by George Lee Tjungurrayi who lives in the Wirrimanu community in the Kimberley of Western Australia. Georgeôs 

father was taken away as a young boy. He was removed from his family in central Australia. He was taken a long way 

north to live in a very different environment, with other Aboriginal people, at Garden Point on Melville Island. Later, 

as a young adult, he was able to return home to his family and people but he could not speak their language. He had 

missed those important years growing up as a young man listening to the old people, learning their songs and 

receiving their love. His father was one of the Stolen Generations.  

Now, decades later, George is an adult. He feels strongly and sad about what happened to his father but wants to 

support reconciliation and make a better future for the young people in his family and community. In this painting he 

describes the life of young Aboriginal men and women today and how many of them struggle with the daily choices 

that confront them. He says: óYoung people are caught everyday in making good and healthy decisions. They are 

trying to balance two cultures, two ways of thinking and behaving. They can find it hard and sometimes they give up. 

They feel being pulled two ways, and sometimes the pressure to change come too fast as they try to balance 

Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal cultureô.- statement of the Bishops Commission.

As mentioned  earlier the proposed Stained Glass window of Mary, the Mother of All 

Nations  has been rejected by the Parish Pastoral Council and the Parish Finance 

Committee.  However after discussions with the designer and the major donor, another 

proposal has been put forward that the window be made of leadlight.  This would 

reduce the cost of the window considerably.  It would still be beautiful but less detailed. 

Our major extra expense ($1,500) would be the removal of the air conditioner outlet 

from the widow to the side wall.  This would have to be done to make the Marian 

window possible.  Already some donations ($2,000) have been promised to the window 

project in addition to $20,000 already promised.  If you would like to contribute please 

let the parish office know ASAP as a plaque will be placed on the wall recognizing the deceased in 

whose memory the donation is given.

ANNUAL COLLECTION FOR THE POPE ɀ THIS WEEKEND JULY 3/4 2010. 

Once again the Annual Collection for the Holy Father is to be taken up throughout the world on the 

weekend nearest the Feast of Ss. Peter & Paul (28th of June 2010).  The collection will be taken up in this 

Diocese this weekend of July 3/4.  

I am aware of the many demands made on the people of our Diocese throughout the year by way of appeals for financial 

support.  However, this particular Appeal does require special attention and wholehearted response.    Many times in the 

past it has been known as “Peter’s Pence”, but it should now be promoted under the title of “Annual Collection for the 

Pope”. 

Of course this does not mean that the money is for the Pope personally, but it is required to meet the recurrent 

expenditure of the Apostolic See and the many new organizations which have had to be established to carry out the 

recommendations of the Second Vatican Council and to internationalize the consultative procedures of the Church.   The 

Finance Committee of the Diocese has been required to make available from the general funds of the Diocese for the 

Collection for the Pope, the amount of the shortfall from the parish collections to meet the set amount of contribution 

expected from the Diocese. 

It is a cause for disquiet that there are some parishes in the Diocese where this collection seems not to have been taken 

up. It would seem to be reasonable and equitable for such parishes to be levied.  

In commending the 2010 Appeal to you and to your parishioners, I ask that there be a request for a realistic response to 

the Annual Collection.  The opportunity to participate in this worldwide collection for the pastoral concerns of the Holy 

Father should be given in every parish of the Diocese.
