Three Nigerian Catholic priests are sent to 

save Tasmaniaôs struggling church. But will 

the dwindling congregations and the resistance of the local clergy 

prove too hard a cross to bear?   In episode 3 ïó Worlds Apartô, 

the three Nigerian priests, now six months into their mission, are 

part of a Catholic community looking for solutions to churches 

closing down, congregations dying out and no priestly vocations. 

Questions arise as they discover that Aussie celebrations for 

Christmas are festive, and not necessarily reverential. Even Fr 

Keneôs unshakeable faith is rocked by the sudden numbers of 

óonce a year Catholicsô. Will the cultural divide prove too hard to 

cross as the priests go deeper into their mission in a distant land?

 JUNE 2009 – JUNE 2010- Prayer for Priests 
Lord Jesus you have chosen your priests from 

among us and sent them out to proclaim your word 

and act in your name. 

For so great a gift to the Church, we give you praise 

and thanksgiving. We ask you to fill them with the fire of your 

love, that their ministry may reveal your presence in the Church. 

Since they are earthen vessels, we pray that your power shine out 

through their weakness. 

In their afflictions let them never be crushed, in their doubts never 

despair; in temptation never be destroyed; in persecution never be 

abandoned. Inspire them through prayer to live each day the 

mystery of your dying and rising. 

In times of weakness send them your Spirit, and help them  

to praise your heavenly Father and pray for sinners. By the 

 same Holy Spirit put word on their lips and your love in their 

hearts for the broken hearted. And may the gift of Mary, your 

mother, to the disciple whom you loved, be your gift to every 

priest. 

Grant that she, who formed you in her human image, may form 

them in your divine image, by the power of your Spirit, to the 

glory of God the Father. Amen. (Clergy Life & Ministry). 

  

Last week marked the 150th anniversary of 

the death of St. John Vianney, the holy " Cure 

of Ars"  Patron Saint of Diocesan Priests. 

With the Church celebrating the Year for Priests 
coming to an end we remember St. Jean 
Vianney, who "showed us the importance of 

priestsô immersing themselves in the Eucharist and of 
educating the faithful in the Eucharistic presence and in 
communion."  

No priest ever forgets his first day in the seminary. After all 
the discernment, he has left the job behind, the girlfriend 
behind, his own family and friends behind ð all to journey 
down an unknown path, hoping  and praying that he is 
doing Godôs will. "They commit themselves unreservedly to 
preserving sacramental life in their various communities. 
They should not lose heart but continue to pray and to make 
others pray that many young people may accept the call of 
Christ, who always wishes to see the number of His 
apostleôs increase". 
 
"The priest is the man of the future. ... What he does in this 
world is part of the order of things directed towards the 
final Goal. Mass is the only point of union between the 
means and the Goal because it enables us to contemplate, 
under the humble appearance of the bread and the wine, the 
Body and Blood of Him Whom we adore in eternity".  
 
"Nothing will ever replace the ministry of priests in the 
heart of the Church", the Pope concluded. "You are the 
living witnesses of God's power at work in the weakness of 
human beings, consecrated for the salvation of the world, 
chosen by Christ Himself to be, thanks to Him, salt of the 
earth and light of the world".  
Pope Benedict is imploring the people  of God to pray for 
holy priests, men who are willing to make the sacrifices 
necessary to configure themselves to Christ the Good 
Shepherd. In his homily to open the Year for Priests, the 
Holy Father said that the faithful should ñpray that the Lord 
inflame the heart of each and every priest é because the 
greatest suffering in the Church is the sin of its priests.ò  
Like the rector of that seminary so many years ago, God 
doesnôt play the numbers game. He wants his priests to be 
holy. Why?  Because his people deserve the best.
