Refugee Week is to be celebrated from Sunday, June 20" to
Saturday, June 26th, to coincide with World Refugee Day.” Fear is
central to the refugee experience. Freedom from fear is one of
the highest aspirations of all people”. Each morning the Church
praises God for raising up Jesus Christ to save us from our foes, so
that “free from fear” we might “serve him in holiness and justice
all the days of our lives”. Many Australians can empathise with
the refugee experience, of those like the disciples in their boats,
often as afraid of the uncertainties ahead of them as of the
threats behind them.
