The Mission: Part 2 - Reaching Out 

10:05pm, ABC TV Sunday 6 Jun 2010  

The Roman Catholic Church once sent missionaries to spread 

Christianity into Africa. Now, Africa is sending them back. 

Three Nigerian Catholic priests are sent to save Tasmania's 

struggling church. In this second episode, Reaching Out, the 

three priests are struggling with Australian life, homesickness, 

and confronting the reality of a Church in decline. The 

Mission follows the young missionary priests as they travel 

from Equatorial Africa to Australia to help ease the acute 

shortage of priests in Tasmania.  

The three missionary priests are all in their early 30s, and 

come from a part of West Africa where they began training for 

the priesthood at the age of 12 and spent the next 17 years in a 

Seminary.  

In Episode Two – Reaching Out, the three newcomer priests 

are now well into the fourth month of their mission and are 

struggling with the demands of Australian life, homesickness 

and the confronting reality of a Church in decline.  

On Tasmania’s Northwest Coast a new parish priest has 

arrived with his little white dogs. Fr John is now working with 

Fr Felix but even the helpful influence of the Filipino 

housekeeper’s cooking classes, along with regular speech 

lessons, isn’t smoothing out the difficulties.  

In Hobart Fr Christopher is lucky to have found a place in the 

Cathedral choir as Fr Brian is finding it very hard to let go of 

his workload in the parish.  

While in Launceston Fr Kene has discovered the local tennis 

club, as well as travelling to parishes without priests all along 

the East Coast of the State. As a rural church closes its doors 

after 107 years of baptisms, weddings, funerals and worship, 

it’s a profound shock for the missionaries.  

The impact of a church closing produces an unexpected 

revelation from one missionary priest. But for the local Fathers 

there’s resistance on all sides!

WORLD ENVIRNMENT DAY - 5th  June 

Australia Joins Growing List of  

óDrowning Islandsô 
On World Environment Day, comes news that rising seas are 

threatening an island inside Australiaôs own territorial waters. 

Catholic Mission Australia has made a special contribution to 

this year's commemoration, with its support of Poruma, 

(formerly known as Coconut Island) is a small island in the 

Torres Strait Archipelago, between Queensland and PNG. 

Poruma is home to 205 people who have traditionally lived by 

fishing. But it is drowning rising sea levels, storm surges and 

salinity in its freshwater wells is making Poruma uninhabitable 

for its people driving them off their islands. Being spiritual 

people they have sacred places and burial grounds. Part of the 

cemetery that is on the sisterly island has been washed away. 

Although repairs have been carried out, what about the future as 

the water level rises? These are the bones of their relatives, and 

it hurts the people a lot.ò The elders are not going to move. But 

itôs necessary for people to move because the island is 

disappearing slowly and they must find another place to live. 

Itôs very sensitive.ò Dolly McCaughey is adamant the issue of 

her dying island is aired. ñI want to get it out there for someone 

to know, for the world to know. I think itôs important. I am open 

to a study group coming to the island. I wish there was some 

kind of funding to see the erosion so that you know I am not 

exaggerating.ò Catholic Mission supports the pastoral care of 

Torres Strait Islanders. On World Environment Day 2010, we 

acknowledge Dolly McCaugheyôs call for more research into 

the environmental destruction of Poruma. We look to the 

Australian and Queensland Governments to work to allay the 

fears of the people of Poruma as to what the future holds for 

them and their island home.
