HOLY WEEK 

This weekend we begin the most solemn week in the Churchõs 

liturgical year as we celebrate the suffering, death and 

resurrection of our Saviour.  Unlike the apostles and disciples at 

the time, we do understand all that Christ was going through 

and why he did it.  It was not until Christ died on the Cross that 

his glory was fully revealed according to Markõs Gospel.   

Up till then the eyes and minds of his followers were closed, for 

most of his disciples deserted him on his journey to Calvary.  It 

was only after he rose from the dead and appeared to his 

disciples and followers that they came to realise Christ was the 

Messiah, the Son of God.  

This week we parishioners have the opportunity to celebrate 

and retrace together all the steps of Christ  from his entry into 

Jerusalem (Palm Sunday) to the Institution of the Priesthood 

and the Eucharist (Holy Thursday), the Way of the Cross, the 

Reading of the Passion, the Veneration of the Cross (Good 

Friday) and to the Easter Vigil when we light the Paschal 

Candle, sing its praises, listen again to the story of Creation 

(Genesis), the Crossing of the Red Sea(Exodus), the deep love 

the Lord has for us(Ezekiel) and his Resurrection(Mark), the 

Reception of our candidates into the Church, the Renewal of 

our Baptismal Promises and the Reception of the Eucharist.    

 

The Church, through symbols, signs, prayer, music, colour, light 

and darkness helps us to appreciate our Salvation History as 

we make his journey together.  To have congregations 

throughout the Holy Week Ceremonies strengthen and enliven 

our faith and gives great witness to those who are searching or 

struggling with life.  Please encourage and invite your friends 

and family members to join you in worship this week.

REFLECTION  

Jesus of Nazareth is executed in Jerusalem when the city is filled 

with pilgrims who are there to celebrate the Jewish festival of 

Passover. A year after his execution, when his friends and family 

gather once more for Passover, they find new meaning in the 

celebration of the feast. Every Passover from now on will mark the 

anniversary of the death of Jesus and will be celebrated through 

the lens of their experience of his life and death. They share their 

memories of the one they loved so deeply and reflect on the 

meaning of his life and death in the light of their wisdom 

traditions. Every element of their Passover story, the ancient story 

of Godôs deliverance of Godôs people from slavery, will echo with 

resonances of the life and death of Jesus who is now present to 

them in a new way. It is not surprising, then, that these final events 

of Jesusô life were probably the first part of the Jesusô story to be 

committed to writing. Neither is it surprising that each of the 

canonical gospels includes an account of Jesusô suffering and 

death and that each approaches the events from its own particular 

perspective.  

There are several unique features in Lukeôs account. The most 

remarkable to my mind is Jesusô readiness to forgive his 

executioners even while they continue to mock him. Another is his 

capacity to go out to others: to óturn towardsô the women of 

Jerusalem, to receive their compassionate weeping, and to express 

his own concern for them. In line with his overall intention to 

demonstrate that Christianity is no threat to the Roman Empire, 

Luke repeatedly points to the innocence of Jesus. For Luke, Jesus 

is the rejected prophet who trusts utterly in God and into whose 

hands he entrusts his spirit, dying with the same sort of dignity that 

has characterised his life.  

It is easy to let our own hurt find expression in criticism or 

mistreatment of others whom we fail to understand. It is also easy 

to retaliate in the face of unjust accusation and insult. It takes more 

courage than most of us can muster to name unjust treatment for 

what it is, to truly forgive, to retain our peace of mind in such 

circumstances, and to trust in the power of God to break through 

the ignorance that engenders violence. Mahatma Ghandi, Nelson 

Mandela, and others have learned that lesson and have taught 

countless others the way of non-violence. As we enter into the 

mysteries of Holy Week, we might pray for the grace to act with 

the dignity of the Lukan Jesus and so circumvent the cycles of 

violence in our own contexts. -Veronica Lawson RSM
